If you’re not familiar with Men Who Cook... and some who don'’t,
here is some more info regarding this exciting culinary event:

Brief description: Men Who Cook is one of Fresno’s most unique dining experiences. It was
started as a fundraiser about twenty years ago by the Fresno Art Museum’s Women'’s League to
raise funds to support the Museum’s exhibitions and programs and provide the community with
a fun, engaging, and artful event. After a two year hiatus, due to popular demand, it has been
revived by members of the Museum’s Board of Trustees, community members, and Museum
staff. Its mission remains the same as when it started.

Hundreds of guests attend and enjoy tastes of over 75 dishes, sip cool summer drinks, and
network with other guests and chefs while enjoying the Museum as backdrop, the art inside, and
live entertainment. This year’s live entertainment is Cloudship, a local Fresno duo just back from a
U.S. tour and described as “unique and quirky instrumentation and Folk/Blues-driven sound.”

e Each chef is asked to provide 250 sample size servings of their culinary specialty, an appetizer,
entrée, side dish, or dessert.

e There is a limit of 3 chefs per team, and these names MUST be provided to the Events Manager
at the Museum at least 5 days prior to the event.

e Teams are provided with half of an 8-foot table, signage, voting bucket, 2 chafing dishes, and
serving cups. Everything else MUST be self-sufficient; no electricity is provided. A shaded
location is not guaranteed. You can bring your own pop-up tent.

e Chefs will get in free to the event, and each team will be provided with 2 additional admission
tickets as well as scrip for 1 drink per chef. (Admission for the general public is $30 per person
through March 31, and $35 per person thereafter. No discount for children.)

* Due to our liquor license regulations, ALL chefs are prohibited from serving ANY alcohol at
their table.Failure to abide to these regulations may involve shut down of the entire event.
